 Sign In

a. Sign your name in the notebook every single day.  This is for your protection with regards to attendance.

j. Failure to follow break procedures may result in loss of break and/or referral to Assistant Director
k. Under NO circumstance are you to leave the break area or classroom to visit the other MB class.
All students are required to bring headphones.
You will not be able to hear audio from the computers without headphones. Do not share with your neighbor. This is a sanitary hazard.

Headphones are for usage in class-NOT hallways. They will be taken if the usage is abused.
Entertainment Devices (MP3 Players/Ipods)
· Media Broadcasting is a creative classroom setting and MP3 players/Ipods will be allowed at designated times by the instructors. ONLY when given permission by the instructor should these items be seen. Violation of this privilege with result in the device being taken by instructor and given to administration.
