NOTES

28-MINUTE SHOW FORMAT INSTRUCTIONS

This week’s show must be produced TODAY and according to the above format. Times of each element are estimated, but the time of the entire show must time out to 28 minutes (plus or minus 5 seconds).
The Show Must Include:

· A short intro, no more than 30 seconds, which includes the name of the show and the people doing the show, accompanied by theme music

· 3 Talk Segments – these must be thought out, planned out and scripted, plus appealing and entertaining to your audience, and professionally done
· 5 songs – make sure they are clean and appropriate, and the length fits
· 2 10-second show info liners – these can be pre-recorded, and should include the name of the show, website and/or email to contact the show, to play between songs

· A short outro, which, like the intro, includes the name of the show and the people doing the show, which will play at the very end of the show. Ideally, the show theme music plays as you’re wrapping things up leading up to the outro

Other Notes:

· Make frequent mention of the name of the show and the radio station and how listeners can interact or contact you about the show
· Make sure you tease elements coming up in your show, and at the end, tease your next episode (“Coming up…”)
· Even if you have not previously produced a 30-minute show, you will need to do one today, according to the following groupings.
